Ihdependence

First grade is all about independence. We expect a great deal from your child
each day! Please encourage independence at home as well.

For example, make sure your child is responsible for their own take home
folder, books, snacks, and water bottle; and that these items are in their
backpack for school each morning.

Snack: Please send a healthy snack to school with your child each day. Items that
are easy to open and eat are best.
