ELA Standards for Learning  
Georgia’s English Language Arts standards are for all students in grades K–12. These standards are designed to 
strengthen essen9al literacy skills while encouraging deeper thinking and real-world applica9on. In grades 3–5, students 
will:  

• Build greater stamina and confidence as readers, writers, and speakers  
• Learn to analyze and create literary, informa9onal, and opinion texts in a variety of modes  
• Develop vocabulary and language skills through engaging, purposeful prac9ce  
• Begin using research and inquiry to support their ideas in wri9ng and discussion  

The standards are organized into four connected areas: Founda9ons, Language, Texts, and Prac9ces. These areas work 
together to help students make meaning from what they read, hear, and view—and express their ideas through wri9ng, 
speaking, and crea9ng.
