How can | best support my 5™ grader?

-Students should be completing homework mostly independently at this age/grade.

They will benefit the most from a quick, nightly check-in routine of some sort to ensure they completed
nightly homework. The simple understanding that you as their parent are aware they have nightly
homework & have an active role in their accountability will benefit them greatly.

-Weekly time scheduled for students to organize/clean out their own binder (please do not ever
purge your child’s binder for them)

-Bookbag should never be full of “school guts” — everything has a home in the binder, journal, or
pencil pouch (please do not ever purge your child’s bookbag for them)

-Any materials left at home should not be brought to school during the school day.

-Recommended weekly routines: check/discuss grades, sign behavior log, sign graded work
packet, clean out binder/bookbag.
