It
also includes but is not limited to payment for lost textbooks, parking fines, athletic and/or fine arts equipment
and uniforms, as well as CCSD-issued technology. We ask that you turn in textbooks upon completion of your
final exam or earlier. If you fail to resolve lost items and/or fines, you will be unable to participate in the
commencement ceremony and could have your diploma withheld.
