- All content teachers will use Power Words across grade levels and Read with a Pencil: A Key to Annotations in all classrooms throughout the
school year.

- Intervention days will shift focus: 1st semester we will focus on gaps identified by initial Math Inventory reporting, 2nd semester will focus on
reviewing standards from 1st semester in preparation for EOG testing.

- All math teachers will use CUBE Strategy/ Power Words across grade levels throughout the school year.

- Math teachers will participate in CCC's on Tuesdays and Thursdays.

- After each Ml test administration, CCC grade level meetings will have a Data day where we focus on individual student growth to determine
progression towards goal.
