6. | Serves as CSIS and Synergy person for Project Life.

7. | Develops and provides professional learning opportunities to Transition Program staff on supporting students in
the community with targeted work-related behaviors.

8. | Serves as a liaison between TA teachers and businesses for prospective CBST sites and CBVT sites.

9. | Works with the transportation department and teachers to meet the transportation needs related to all aspects
of community-based instruction for all participating classes.

10. | Performs other duties as assigned by appropriate administrator.
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
