Goal #2: Math The percentage of students K-5 scoring 
proficient or advanced on the Math Inventory will increase 
from 45% at the end of SY23 to 60% at the end of SY24.  
 
Goal #3: ELA By the end of school year 2023/2024, 30% of 
kindergarten-2nd Grade students will increase the writing 
conventions score of quarterly writing assessment as 
measured by the grade level writing rubric. 
 
Goal #4: Maintain less than 50 students with excessive 
absences for the 2023/2024 school year.
