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CVA French 2 Syllabus 
 

Class Description 
 
The Level II French Class focuses on the continued development of 
communicative competence in the target language and understanding of the culture(s) of the people 
who speak the language.  It assumes that the students have successfully completed a Level I Class 
or are at a Novice-Mid level of proficiency.   Students begin to show a greater level of accuracy when 
using basic language structures, and they are exposed to more complex features of the language.  
They continue to focus on communicating about their immediate world and daily life activities, read 
material on familiar topics, and write short, directed compositions.   An important component of 
language classes is the use of the language beyond the classroom in the real world.  The integration 
of technology is an important tool in accessing authentic information in the target language and in 
providing students the opportunity to interact with native speakers. This class requires active 
participation, and students will engage in live discussion assignments to provide evidence of their 
communication skills. 
 
This course has three sections: Section A is the first half of the class and includes Units 1-2.  Section 
B is the second half of the class and includes Units 3-4.  Section Y is the entire class and includes 
Units 1-4.

Class Outline 
 
Unit 1: La Santé et Bien-être 
In this unit you will explore how to talk about health, hygiene, diet, and medical visits in French. You 
will practice using reflexive verbs, commands, and expressions like il faut and depuis to describe daily 
routines, healthy habits, and doctor or hospital visits. You will read, write, and have short 
conversations using vocabulary related to toiletry items, exercise, food quantities, and health issues. 
Along the way, you will also learn about French customs and healthcare practices. 
 
Unit 2: On y va ! 
In this unit you will learn how to talk about travel, transportation, and tourism in French. You will ask 
and answer questions about getting around the city, planning a vacation, staying in a hotel, and 
visiting the airport or countryside. You will use important verbs and grammar like partir, venir de, 
negative expressions, and object pronouns to help you communicate. Along the way, you will also 
explore French culture by learning about public transportation, vacation traditions, famous landmarks, 
and countryside castles.

Unit 3: Les loisirs et les passe-temps 
In this unit you will learn how to talk about entertainment, sports, games, and technology in French. 
You will ask and answer questions about your favorite pastimes, music, extreme sports, and how you 
use technology. You will practice using key grammar like adjectives, c’est vs. il est, possessive 
adjectives, and verbs like jouer, faire, and suivre. You will also explore French culture by learning 
about popular activities, sports, and technology trends in France. 
 
Unit 4: Chez Moi 
In this unit you will talk about daily life activities such as chores, shopping, cooking, and caring for 
pets in French. You will ask and answer questions, have short conversations, and identify key details 
in reading and listening passages. You will practice using regular and irregular verbs in the present 
and passé composé, including reflexive verbs and verbs that use être. You will also learn about 
everyday life in France, including green spaces, specialty shops, and how to follow a recipe. 
 
Live Discussions – Students will complete a series of live discussion assignments throughout the 
class, which they must schedule according to the guidelines provided by the teacher. Students need 
to complete these discussions in a timely fashion to support appropriate language acquisition 
throughout the term.
