Class Description 

A college prep course which surveys the words of the early literature of the world through the present 

day. Skills in literary analysis and critical thinking are stressed. Literary terms, vocabulary study, 

composition techniques and parallel readings will be incorporated. 

This class has three sections: World Literature & Composition A is the first half of the class and includes 

Modules 0 – 5. World Literature & Composition B is the second half of the class and includes Modules 0, 

6 – 10. World Literature and Composition Y is the entire class and includes Modules 0 – 10. 

Cobb Virtual Academy’s World Literature & Composition class utilizes a thematic approach. This class

Textbook/Parallel Readings 

There is no required textbook (or parallel reading) for this class. All class content is digital and available 

in the class modules. 

Class Participation Policy 

Students should follow the Class Schedule (located in the ‘Class Information’ section of the class) and all 

classwork must be submitted no later than 11:59 PM on the scheduled due date.  

After the due date has passed, instructors will enter zeros in the Grade Center for work not submitted 

by the scheduled due date. During student breaks and towards the end of each term, students may have 

the opportunity to improve their class grade by completing and submitting work with grades of zero 

from earlier in the term. Zeros will remain in the Grade Center until classwork is submitted and 

evaluated by the instructor.
