In this beginning level class, students will learn the foundations of French grammar and vocabulary
necessary to build fluentlanguage proficiency and will apply their new knowledge through culturally
relevant writing, listening, and speaking exercises.

French1 B is
the second half of the class and includes Units 6-9. French 1 Y is the entire class and includes Units 1 — 9.

Class Participation Policy:
