As we approach the Georgia Milestones Assessment, we want to partner with you to ensure our students feel confident, prepared, and supported.

The Georgia Milestones Assessment System is a statewide test that measures how well students have learned the knowledge and skills outlined in Georgia’s academic standards. For our students:
· Grades 3–5 take assessments in English Language Arts and Mathematics
· 5th grade students also take Science
These assessments provide important information about your child’s academic progress and readiness for the next grade level. They also help our school and district continue to improve teaching and learning for all students.
