PARENTS OF RISING 9TH GRADERS 
The Harrison STEM Program offers project-based learning that provides 
engaging, authentic lessons built around STEM careers that are already in 
high demand and projected to grow in numbers, earning potential, and 
need over the next several years. The unique aspect of the Harrison STEM 
program lies in the potential for our students to earn post-secondary 
credits towards their general course of study and professional certifications 
with successful completion of program requirements.  This is a targeted 
program that has a specific curriculum outline that begins with the first 
semester of freshman year. We have a few spaces still available for rising 
9th graders only.
