ARRIVAL AND DISMISSAL SAFETY REMINDERS 
As we begin a new school and are continuing best practices for transporting 
students to and from Harrison, we ask for your patience. Please consider using 
district buses to transport students; however, we understand there are unique 
situations where students must be dropped off. Parents, we ask that you 
PLEASE talk with your student(s) about the information in this message and 
the importance of being vigilant while walking or driving in our campus 
parking lots, especially during arrival and dismissal times.  

To ensure the safety of our students and staff, which is always our top priority, 
please make note of the following information for drivers, pedestrians, and 
bus riders:   

• Drop Off Location: Students should be dropped off in the main entrance 
area in front of the school. ALL other areas are unsafe. 
 

• Peak Traffic Times: The busiest times are between 7:55-8:20am and 3:30-
3:50pm. To help with this, we ask that students be dropped off in the 
mornings before 8:00 a.m. In the afternoon, we ask parents to delay 
picking up students until 3:40 p.m. to allow buses and student drivers to 
leave campus as quickly as possible. These staggered times will make it 
easier for parents to pick up their students and leave campus without the 
heavy volume we regularly experience.

It is important that you check CTLS and your student 
email regularly to ensure you have all needed information for senior year.   
 

STUDENT SCHEDULES 
Teachers are in the process of reviewing student schedules for proper 
placement and submitting course change requests on the behalf of the 
student if a student is misplaced. We are only making schedule changes at this 
time for students who lack a prerequisite or a course required for graduation, 
as the drop/add deadline was April 28th. If a 
course change request has been submitted by a teacher on behalf of a 
student, please be patient, as we are working very hard to make sure all 
students are placed appropriately. If you feel you are misplaced, the quickest 
way to get a schedule change is to discuss with your teacher. Again, we are 
only making schedule changes for student who are misplaced. 
 

HOYA BLOCK 
Hoya Block will be starting soon! Registration will be open on August 4th-
August 11th. Students need to pick their Hoya Block by using the registration 
link on the Harrison website. This link will also be shared with students and 
parents through a CTLS message. Students will need to log into their CCSD 
OneDrive account to access the link. Please make sure your student selects a 
Hoya Block using the link provided. Hoya Block will begin on Tuesday, August 
22nd. Students should keep in mind which academic course they may need 
extra time and assistance in during the fall semester. No matter what you 
decide, we have a Hoya Block course for you!

1. You may pay online via www.mypaymentsplus.com. 

To select a t-shirt size online, your My Payments Plus account must include 
all your enrolled Cobb students, no matter what Cobb school they 
attend.  Please update your account prior to paying your class dues, or the 
shirt size selector will not function properly. 

2. You may print the class dues form, complete the information, and return 
the completed form (make sure to fill out the t-shirt size info) with a check 
made out to Harrison HS. Those forms and payments can be dropped in the 
black payment box outside the bookkeeper’s office or delivered to the 
main office.

The Harrison STEM Program offers project-based learning that provides 
engaging, authentic lessons built around STEM careers that are already in high 
demand and projected to grow in numbers, earning potential, and need over 
the next several years.

Nurse Evans is responsible for receiving student medications and/or supplies 
that are needed during the school day. The Clinic is in the Attendance Building.
