Families will attend at least 1 Title I 
virtual event per school year, watch 
a webinar, or get information from 
the parent engagement coach, 
academic coaches or their child’s 
teacher.

The students will log into 
Tumble Premium weekly and 
use self-monitoring strategies 
with the support of the family 
to learn reading 
comprehension skills.

The students will bring home 
class newsletters and notices 
about school events and 
practice with family strategies 
and activities learned at the 
event that will increase 
academic achievement.
