Incorporate daily scheduled
independent reading time to
increase reading and comprehension
levels.

Students will develop stronger
phonemic awareness skills, increase
encoding and decoding skills.

Goal #3: By May 2026, 20% of multilingual learners in

grades 1-5 will increase their overall English proficiency

by an average of .5 proficiency points on the composite

score of the ACCESS for ELLs assessment, measured in

the 2025-2026 testing cycle.
