RATIONALE/OBJECTIVE:  
 
While social activities may be a valuable aspect of learning, social activities should not 
consistently distract students and staff from instructional time. 
 
RULE: 
 
A. NON-INSTRUCTIONALLY RELATED EVENTS: 

Cobb County elementary, middle, and high schools, with the prior approval of the principal, 
may be permitted one non-instructionally related party during school hours each year. 

 
B. ADMINISTRATIVE APPROVAL: 

Classroom or instructional activities of a social nature during the regular school day must have 
prior approval of the principal or designee. 

 
C. DELIVERIES: 

Personal items, such as balloon or flower arrangements, singing telegrams, candy, etc. are 
not to be delivered to students at school.  
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
