• By the end of the 2023-24 school year, the number of 1st grade 
students scoring in the proficient and advanced level of the MI 
will increase from 58 students {50%} to 75 students {65%}. 
 
 

• By the end of the 2023-24 school year, increase the number of 
students in grade K-2 scoring 3 or above in elaboration and 
organization from 103 students (27%) to 163 students (43%) by 
implementing a common curriculum and grading practices with 

fidelity as measured by the Units of Study rubrics. 
 

• Grades K-2 wil focus on phonemic awareness, decoding,
