Recipient’s Obligation 
Acceptance of the award constitutes permission for PMES Foundation to use the recipient’s name in recognition as a recipient of the scholarship in the organization’s publications and announcements. Furthermore, recipient agrees to provide official documentation indicating full- time enrollment at the college or university of their choice before payment will be made. Failure to supply documentation as a registered, degree seeking student will result in revocation of the full amount of the award. 
Award Notification and Payment 
The winning scholarship recipient will be notified in writing by May 8th, 2026. Scholarship payment will be made in one installment in May 2026 upon receipt of official notification of enrollment/registration for classes. Payment will be made directly to the recipient.

Minimum 3.0 GPA. 
Active participation in community service activities.

A copy of high school transcript. 
Provide proof of intent to enroll full-time in a fully accredited two- or four-year college/university undergraduate program beginning no later than Fall 2026 by submitting one of the following: 
A copy of an acceptance letter for chosen college/university if available prior to application deadline
A copy of submitted application for chosen college/university and status if available should no acceptance letter be available prior to application deadline 
Submit a personally written essay (300 words or less) outlining the applicant’s future goals and aspirations, and why the 7 Habits of Highly Effective People/leadership skills are important to you and your community.
