» All classes meet at Pope High School in the Old Theater. Students must be on time and ready
to begin class each day.

> Daily attendance is mandatory. There are no excused absences and students who miss any
sessions will be withdrawn from the class. NO EXCEPTIONS!

» More than three tardies will result in withdrawal from the program. A tardy of more than 20
minutes will be considered an absence and result in withdrawal from the course. Refunds will
not be provided to students who are removed for attendance issues.

» Students must provide their own transportation.

» No lunch is provided so students should plan on bringing a bag lunch, snacks, and water.

> Athletic clothes and athletic shoes are required for both courses.

> Writing implements, paper, and notebook are required. Other school supplies may be
requested for projects.

» All Pope High School and Cobb County School District rules apply during the program.
Refunds will not be provided to students who are removed for disciplinary violations.
