Accessing the recommended lessons

2. Click Science

11. Select the lesson 1.7 Scope of Physical Science.  Follow steps 6-11. 
12. Select the lesson 1.24 International System of Units (SI).  Follow steps 6-11. 
13. Select the lesson 1.25 Scientific Measuring Devices.  Follow steps 6-11.

Creating an Account  You do not have to create an account to access the optional lessons.  Creating an account allows 
you to utilize some of the tools within CK12 such as highlighting and annotating.  Additionally, you can only answer the 
practice questions after the first lesson with an account.  If you would like to assess your level of understanding on each 
lesson, you will need to create an account. 

1. Click and open the link https://www.ck12.org/student/ 
2. In the green banner, click “Have a class code?” 
3. Enter the following class code and click Join. i4gk7 
4. Click Create an Account on the right side of the screen. 
5. Select “Sign up using Email” enter the required information.  You will need to know your parent’s email address.  

Because you are under 13 your parents will receive an email with the final steps for creating your account. 
6. Once you have created your account you will follow steps 2-13 from the Accessing Recommended Lesson
