Free & Reduced Lunch - If your student received free and reduced lunch last year, the grace period for this year ends September
13, So, on September 14" they will be charged full price if they haven't filled out a new application for this school year. The
USDA only allows a 30-day grace period before a new application must be submitted. After that period of time expires,
students will automatically go to full pay.

This event will cost students 40 PBIS Rewards points to
attend.

Scoliosis Screening — We will have scoliosis screening for all 6th & 8th grade students on Thursday, October 19th. If you do not want
your child to be screened by the school or your child has already been screened by his/her primary care physician, please fill
out the opt-out form by checking the appropriate box and signing at the bottom. This form needs to be turned in as soon as
possible. If you do not turn the official form in to school your child will be screened on October 19th. Due to county
requirements, you must opt-out using the Official #4400 Form provided. We cannot accept handwritten notes or emails.

Part of that process involves
survey data from staff members, students and parents. The Cognia Student, Parent, and Staff Surveys are designed to collect
data on student academic learning and wellness during the current school year. Participation in each survey is anonymous
and voluntary, and participation is highly encouraged. The survey results will provide the Cognia Accrediting Agency, Cobb
County School District, and local schools with data regarding student learning environment, staff input, and parent feedback
to support continuous learning.
