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Transitional Readers

These enthusiastic readers often like to read books in a series as a comprehension strategy; the shared characters, settings, and events
support their reading development. They read at a good pace. At this stage, children generally have strategies to figure out most words
but continue to need help with understanding increasingly more difficult text.
