American Sign Language I is an introduction to the language and skills necessary to communicate in a variety of situations in the Deaf 
community.  Students learn basic level of communicative competency through the introduction of vocabulary and key structures using dialogues.  
Language concepts relate to people, places and things in the immediate environment. There is a cultural focus teaching how to communicate 
linguistically and socially acceptable ways.

American Sign Language II continues to develop the language and skills in American Sign Language I. Language concepts relate to talking about 
people in a more abstract way and talk about the environment outside the classroom.  Students learn to narrate past events.  Students learn 
appropriate cultural behaviors for directing and maintain attention.

American Sign Language III  Honors  The Level III language course focuses on the continued development of communicative competence in the 
target language and understanding of the culture of the people who use ASL. Students have completed a Level II course or are at a Novice-Mid to 
Novice-High level of proficiency. Students use basic language structures with accuracy and recombine learned material to express their thoughts. 
They are exposed to more complex features of the language, moving from concrete to some abstract concepts. This course requires active 
participation.

American Sign Language IV  Honors  The Level IV language course focuses on the continued development of communicative competence in the 
target language and understanding of the culture of the people who use ASL. Students have completed a Level III course or are at a Novice-High 
to Intermediate-Low level of proficiency. Students use basic language structures with increased accuracy and recombine learned material to 
express their thoughts. They are exposed to more complex features of the language, moving from concrete to some abstract concepts. This course 
requires active participation.
