5. Qualify for scholarships. 

6.  Possible $$$ savings at some colleges through a placement test 

or AP credit. Look into the specific college of your choice.   

7.  Qualify to earn the Georgia’s Seal of Biliteracy Seal and/ or the 

International Skills Diploma Seal on your high school diploma.
